• Grade transcript through the first semester of 12th grade for high school seniors, or most recent

• Personal Essay - (maximum 450 words) on 

o How to increase youth participation and involvement in the main stream church and 
activities  

o What special programs can be included to improve attendance. 

The application and all supplemental materials must be received by the deadline indicated in order to 
receive consideration. Incomplete applications will not be considered. 

SELECTION PROCESS: 

A Student Aid committee of Jesus Power Assembly of God Church will select recipients. The committee 
reserves the right to rescind an award should a recipient’s circumstances change, such as failure to graduate 
from high school or failure to enroll at an accredited institution. The Church reserves the right to withhold 
the award in the event that no applicants are deemed to meet the qualifications.
